[Liturgist:] May God give a blessing to the house that is here.

[Liturgist:] There is a friend’s love in the gentle heart of the Savior. 

For love of Him we offer friendship and welcome every guest. 

Lord, kindle in our hearts a flame of love  

for our neighbors, 

for our friends,  

for our enemies,  

for our kindred all— 

from the lowliest thing that lives  

to the name that is highest of all. 

 

[The People:] There is a fiery power in the gentle heart of the Spirit. 

Our hearts are agreed as we call on the Sacred Three 

to save, shield, and surround us, our family, our guests, 

this house, this home, this day, this night, 

and every night, each single night. 
 

 

In the Kitchen 
 

[Liturgist:] Here we welcome the poor and honor them; 

We welcome the sick in the presence of angels;
